After the Sabbath, as the first day of the week
was dawning, Mary Magdalene and the other
Mary went to see the tomb. And suddenly
there was a great earthquake; for an angel of
the Lord, descending from heaven, came and
rolled back the stone and sat on it. Matthew
28:1-2

Earthquakes have a way of altering lives in ways
that extend far beyond the actual event. This has
been evident in Japan as the people try to cope
with the ongoing crises stemming from the earth-
quake and at the same time mourn, heal, recon-
nect with family and friends, and rebuild.

The Bencke family, missionaries we help support,
have described how the earthquake affected their
lives even though they live roughly 900 miles
south of where the earthquake happened. In their
newsletter they also describe how their neighbor-
hood has been affected by an earthquake of a
different sort. They share the story of Kokoro, a 3
year old girl who was abducted and killed less
than a mile from where they live. While this kind
of event may not shake any ground or bring down
any buildings; it has a similar kind of effect in

Regardless the cause of the earthquake that
shakes apart the lives of people, the body of
Christ, the church, responds. The church re-
sponds by meeting them where they are at, walk-
ing with and assisting them, praying for and with
them, and listening to their story. What enables
the people of God to do this is the result of an-
other great earthquake that happened as an an-
gel rolled the stone away from the tomb of Jesus
when he was raised that first Easter.

The Easter earthquake changed life for humanity
forever. This earthquake signals that God has
overthrown and destroyed the power of Sin and
death, reconciled us to God and one another and
empowered us to be the hands and feet Christ
bringing the hope of healing and wholeness to
distraught, hurting and broken lives; whether they
are down the street or on the other side of the
world.

Earthquakes do indeed change lives and how
they are and will be lived. As we remember,
share, and celebrate the results of the earth-
guake that first Easter; may the grace, love and
peace of God fill, sustain, and go with you.
