And Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in 

heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go there-

fore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them 

in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 

Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything 

that I have commanded you. And remember, I am 

with you always to the close of the age.” Matthew 

28:18-20 

 

The concluding verses from the gospel of Matthew 

printed above are recognized most often as the “Great 

Commission.”  This mission Jesus gave his disciples 

had three parts to it: going, making disciples of all 

nations by baptizing them, and teaching them. 

 

The first part of this mission was to GO! As the disci-

ples were gathered with Jesus on the mountain they 

were able to get a vision of a world ripe for the mes-

sage of God’s grace and love. I do not know that the 

vision they had may have been all that different from 

the limited vision Moses was afforded in Deuteron-

omy 34 as he was able to look over the Promised 

Land from the top of Mount Pisgah before the mantle 

of leadership was passed to Joshua. There is one dif-

ference. Moses was not allowed to enter the Promised 

Land. Only Joshua and the next generation of the 

children of Israel were allowed to do so. But they 

were given a similar commission – GO! 

 

The second part of the commission is to make disci-

ples all the nations by baptizing them in the name of 

the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 

What Jesus had imparted to the disciples was not for 

their lives or the lives of a select few only. The story 

of Pentecost and other stories in the book of Acts 

make that very much apparent as people of every na-

tion of the then known world were baptized. 

 

The third part is to teach the newly baptized to ob-

serve all that they had been taught and commanded. 

This portion of the commission is designed to all be-

lievers weave faith and life together. Congregations 

of God’s people throughout the world continue to be 

about this as they try to help the baptized address the 

challenges the world places before them. 

 

 

These three are wrapped up 

in the promise that they will 

not be doing this alone. Je-

sus made the promise that 

even though he is not visi-

bly among them, he indeed is with them, always. 

This promise is for all the disciples through the ages. 

The mission of the church does not happen apart 

from the presence and guidance of the one who 

sends, Jesus. 

 

I am going to fast forward to the cover of the annual 

report for Our Savior’s. On that cover is the mission 

statement of the congregation, which reads; “Our 

Savior’s Lutheran Church is a community of believ-

ers in Jesus Christ who are willing to take risks to 

serve and worship God. We exist to inspire each 

other in reaching out to others in God’s love through 

worship, youth ministry, ecumenical cooperation and 

stewardship of all our resources.” In many ways this 

mission statement echoes the mission statement of 

the first disciples when they were given the mission 

to go, make disciples, and teach.  

 

Since this mission statement was adopted Our Sav-

ior’s has been expressing the core of this mission 

statement, “reaching out to others in God’s love.” To 

help the congregation remain on the leading edge of 

living out this mission statement, the council ap-

proved taking part in the upcoming “Re-Rooting in 

God’s Mission” event to be held at Mount St. Bene-

dict on Saturday March 5. At this event a team of 

four, three members from the congregation and my-

self, will be given tools and follow up pieces to help 

the congregation continue to be a leader in mission 

and ministry in the area. Currently Rachel Roggen-

buck and I comprise half of the team. There remains 

a need for two more to complete the team. If you are 

interested or have questions a copy of the flyer is in-

cluded in this newsletter. If there are more questions, 

please come see me.

Treasurer’s report was reviewed. Motion Second Approved 

(MSA) to accept report audit.

Minutes from November 22, 2010, council meeting was 

reviewed. Motion Accepted Approved (MSA). 

Pastor’s Report: 

Pastor Dave highlighted the following:  3 hospital visits, 3 

nursing home visits, a communion service at the nursing 
home with 5 members of our congregation, 8 home visits 

with 5 receiving communion, 5 other visits, 1 pre-marriage 
visit, 1 visit that turned into counseling.   

The 7th and 8th grade confirmation have been split into 
three classes, one 7th grade class and two 8th grade classes 

and it is going much better.  Pastor continues with the 
men’s coffee and bible study session.   Pastor attended 

ministerial meetings; Pathways board meeting, ODC board 

meeting and a trip to Thief River Falls to deliver turkeys. 

The council and the Pastor addressed the living arrange-
ments of the parsonage and after discussion it was agreed 

that the pastor would pay the utility bill from last February 

and March when he was not living in the home.  From April 
2010 to the current date the parsonage in Warren has 

been his primary living residence and no reimbursement of 
utilities or rent is required. 

Pastor suggested that in the future the use of the parson-
age be made clear in writing it will help others.   

Oral Communications 

A letter was received from the Northwest Synod detailing 
the time frame for those churches intending to write a 

resolution to be presented at the synod assembly in May of 

2011. All letters need to be received by March 14, 2011. 

Dean discussed that in the future the treasurer should not 
be responsible for picking out the Christmas gifts for the 

staff, which should be a duty of the council chair.   

Committee Reports 

Stewardship and Mission: 

A letter will be drafted to all the churches updating them 
on the status of the signs. 

Worship and Evangelism: 

The Candlelight service was very nice; Joan Peterson did a 
great job directing it.  Carol mentioned she appreciated all 

of the participants for their willingness to participate and 

everyone did a great job. 

The committee took cookies and OSL brochures to new 

members of the community.  Postcards are now being sent 
to those who visit the church. 

Communion servers for January 2nd is Jason Clark, January 
16th – Ilene Estabrook, Rachel Roggenbuck and Dean Ma-

ruska 

Education and Youth: 

The Sunday school program was Sunday December 19; all 

of the students and teachers did a great job.  The mission 
project has been completed and Heather delivered the 

books. 

Property and Management: 

Office locks are in and just need to be installed.  Parsonage 
basement has not been completed yet.  Currently waiting 

for bids to replace the door in the Narthex. 

Unfinished Business: 

Wedding Coordinator Position – No applications have been 

received.  Emily Swope, Carol Anderson and Rachel Rog-
genbuck will be taking on the role.   

Heather submitted a proposal for the youth to clean the 
church.  The proposal states that they would work from 9-5 

with a 1-hour lunch break, and a detailed cleaning list was 
provided. A donation to the OSL youth group of $500 for 

cleaning the church was approved by the council. 

New Business: 

A proposal from Invisimax for replacing the computer in 

Emily’s office was presented; the total amount is $911.25.  

The council approved the purchase of the computer at the 
price quoted but will defer the actual purchase until 2011.   

The proposed budget was presented, it was noted that the 

cost of the directories had not been added into the budget.  

The worship supplies budget was amended from 3000.00 
to 5000.00 to cover this cost. 

The annual meeting will be held January 30, 2011 immedi-
ately following the worship service.   

Annual reports are due to Emily by January 7.  Each com-

mittee chair has been asked to submit a report. 

Servant leaders are having a difficult time getting people 

signed up for Sunday duties.  The need for better coverage 
for funerals was discussed.  This will be brought up for dis-

cussion during the annual meeting. 

There has been some confusion regarding the pictures 

taken for the directory.  There is no free 8x10 photo; the 
$25 sitting fee was free.  

Dean will get the council nominating committee together to 
submit names for election at the next council meeting.

OSL/MELO FAITH CONNECTION 
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The following are excerpts from a letter written by Eric Sorum 

that describe both what MASLC is and the location of the clos-

est try outs. 

 

MASLC is a choir program held every June for students in 10th, 

11th, and 12th grade. Students are auditioned at over 30 sites 

across Minnesota in February and gather in June for 8 days of 

intense rehearsal under the direction of Dr. Thomas Rossin and 

the guidance of Rev. Karsten Nelson, followed by two weeks of 

touring throughout the entire state. 

 

MASLC is centered on Christ. There are too few chances for 

high school students to hear and discuss the gospel after being 

confirmed. Yet it is during the later years of high school that 

young people are first able to really learn and reflect upon the 

full meaning of the Cross. In MASLC, the encounter with the 

Cross goes hand in hand with becoming an independent person; 

faith in Christ is experienced as a rare opportunity to finally be 

free from those who want you to fit in with the crowd; Christi-

anity is paired with the most natural expression of the itself; a 

community of people who have no relationship or obligation to 

each other except the love that comes from hearing about 

Christ.. There, teenagers open themselves up entirely. 

 

We believe that ministries like MASLLC are most important for 

the future of the Lutheran Church in America. Our young peo-

ple, during the later years of high school, must encounter the 

gospel, especially from the Lutheran per-

spective. After they might have outgrown 

Bible camp, young people should reflect 

seriously about themselves and continue to 

be offered experiences where they can get 

away and be themselves within a Christian 

community. When this experience happens 

at this age, it carries over into the rest of 

their lives. MASLC alumni go on to become leaders in college 

choirs, ministers of music, active church members, and many 

have become pastors. 

 

MASLC is perhaps the most intensive choral experience for 

high school singers in the region. After 7 hours of rehearsal a 

day for 8 days, followed by 14 concerts on tour, the singers are 

established as leading musicians for the rest of their life. I also 

do not know of any other opportunity during the summer for 

kids to be together for three weeks making friends, staying in 

cabins, riding around on a coach, and having fun. 

 

The local site for auditions to the MASLC is at Zion Lutheran 

Church, 505 N. Main Ave., Thief River Falls, on Sunday, Febru-

ary 13 from 3-4 pm. There is no need to sign up online ahead of 

time except to give the adjudicators an idea of how many to 

prepare for. The online address is www.maslc.org/auditions.

It is an in-
tense process of renewal that involves the whole congregation. The process begins and continues with prayer and 

in-depth engagement with Godõs word. Leaders (at least four, including pastor) selected by the congregation 
attend the retreat-training to be equipped to engage their congregation in transformation.

 Prepare for participation 

 Experience transformative worship and digging into the Bible 

 Receive tools for getting to know and engaging their community 

 Make mission action plans to implement each step of the way 

 Bring the spirit of transformation back into your congregation
