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Pastor Dave’s Reflections

After this I looked, and there was a great multitude
that no one could count, from every nation, from all
tribes and peoples and languages, standing before the
throne and before the Lamb, robed in white, with palm
branches in their hands. Rev. 7:9 (NRSV)

The month of November begins with All
Saints Day on the first. This is a day to reflect on
the lives of believers who have died. For John
part of the reflecting included being blessed with
the vision of what the gathering of believers will
be like one day when all the saints are gathered
before the throne of God. This will indeed be a
time when all that has afflicted believers will be
no more and it will be a time of celebration, ex-
clamation, and signing.

All Saints Sunday, November 6, is the day
this year when we will remember members of
Our Savior’s and Melo and loved ones who have
died since All Saints Sunday one year ago. While
we may have said farewell to them, the time will
come when the Holy Spirit will indeed gather all
believers in Christ, dead and alive, together be-
fore the throne of God.

This is part of what we confess as we ex-
press our faith in the third article of the Apostles’
Creed. We acknowledge that just as God cre-
ated all that we are and have, redeemed us and
all creation through the life, death, and resurrec-
tion of Jesus, Christ, God’s only Son, God,
through Holy Spirit, accomplishes in us and on
our behalf what we are not able to do by our-
selves- live the lifestyle we have been created
and redeemed for. This is by far the most chal-
lenging part of being the people of God. It
means that in a world where we are called upon
to take charge of all facets of our lives, to become
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and be self-made people, we acknowledge that
apart from the Holy Spirit guiding and sustain-
ing us the one thing we cannot realize is being
the faithful and faith filled people of God. We
live with that tension each and every moment of
every day. It is this tension that Martin Luther
highlighted when he began his explanation to
this third article. He wrote, “I cannot by my own
reason or strength believe in Jesus Christ my Lord or
come to him, but the Holy Spirit has called me
through the gospel, enlightened me with his gifts,
made me holy and kept me in the true faith”. This, I
believe, is what sustained the lives of the believer
we remember on All Saints” Day.

What we remember also is that the saints
are not just the ones who have died. Saints also
are very much alive and well. All Saints” Sunday
also could become a day on which the newest
members of the body of Christ, people baptized
through the previous year, are remembered. An-
other description is that a saint “is a forgiven sin-
ner, you and I”. It means that we, all the baptized,
are surrounded by and upheld by the efforts of
the Holy Spirit through the community of faith
as we live out our lives.

As I mentioned on a number of occasions,
I felt the support of the communion of saints, be-
lievers very much alive and well, as you held my
family in your thoughts and prayers at the time
of my father’s death at the end of September and
as you continue to hold us in your and prayers
as we do you. Thank you for surrounding us
and each other with your love as the communion
of saints.

Council Meeting Minutes
September 19, 2011

The September 19™ OSL Council Meeting
was called to order at 7:00 P.M. in the
church library by Council Secretary Carol
Anderson.

Janice Grochow, Dean Maruska, Karen
Rittmann, Kairouan Porter, Jason Clark, and
Carol Anderson were in attendance along
with Treasurer Emily Swope. Nick John-
son. Pastor Dave, and Ilene Estabrook were
absent Pastor was attending the Pastor’s
Fall Retreat in Detroit Lakes.

The following items were added to the
agenda: elect a vice president (Rachel Rog-
genbuck who resigned last month was the
vice president.), remove the old OSL sign-
age at the edges of Warren, and ask Nancy
Mattson to do a story about the new church
signs.

Kairouan Porter nominated Karen Rittmann
for Vice president. Carol Anderson mo-
tioned and Dean Maruska seconded that
nominations cease. Karen was elected as
vice president and continued to chair the
meeting in the absence of council president
Nick Johnson.

Treasurer Emily reported that our expenses
have been higher than our income. We are
about $15,000 in commitments behind as of
today. These include $11,100 to the Synod,
less than $2,000 to Pathways and behind on
the insurance payments. Roughly $100.00
per member will pay the synod bill. Emily
had consulted past treasurer Phil Thompson
about suggestions on what to do. A sugges-
tion was made to draft a letter to go out to
the membership of the congregation.
Pledge cards will be going out this fall to
help plan for the following year. Dean Ma-
ruska motioned and Janice Grochow sec-
onded that the treasurer’s report be ac-
cepted.

Dean Maruska led in devotions. Kairouan
Porter will be responsible for devotions in
October.

Janice Grochow motioned and Jason Clark
seconded that we accept minutes of the Au-
gust 15™ meeting as printed.

Pastor Dave was attending the Pastor’s
Conference at Fair Hills, but left a written
report. He reported that he had done 3 pre
marriage sessions, rehearsals, and wed-
dings, 4 baptisms, a Nursing Home Com-
munion—one service at which 5 OSL mem-
bers were present and communed and one
Sunday afternoon service at the Good Sa-
maritan Center. He did 4 homebound com-
munions, 3 nursing home visitations, and 6
home and other visitations. He participated
in the Warren Ministerial and Pathways
meetings. Confirmation planning is happen-
ing with a start date of September 28", The
Thursday morning men’s Bible Study has
resumed.

Oral Communications: The OSL Endow-
ment Board will meet on September 21% at
noon at Melody’s.

Committee Reports:

Stewardship and Missions: The Warren
City Council has allowed the new signs to
be placed on their property at the 4 en-
trances to Warren. Since they own the land,
no permits are needed. In addition they
have offered the use of their equipment and
men to dig the holes. Wayne Larson is
working with the committee on the prepara-
tion and installation of the 4 signs which he
estimates will cost $350 per sign to put up.
These signs are beautiful and list all of the
Warren Churches on them. This is not just
an OSL Project. Contacts with the other
churches will be made for October 8™ for
assistance with the installation of the signs.
Worship & Evangelism:

Brunch in the Park was held on August 28"
with 30 in attendance. The Advent Devo-
tional Booklet will be compiled again. Eve-
ryone is cordially invited to submit an inspi-
ration by the due date of October 16". Com-
munion servers for October 2™ will be
Janice, Karen and Kairouan. The 16" will
be Jason, Janice, and Karen. The candle
pew holders and the large candle holders
that are used during Advent and other spe-
cial occasions will be given a fresh coat of
paint. Candlelight will be December 11" at
7:00 and the Thanksgiving Eve Service will
be on November 23™ at 7:00.

Education and Youth:

The church proper has not been completely
cleaned as of yet. During August the New
Orleans Youth had the ice cream stand at

the Farmer’s Market. Ditch cleaning will be
October 2™, The Pumpkin Patch will be at
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Island Park this year from October 3-9™.
The Jaycees have asked the youth to be
there to help promote the upcoming re-
model.

Property and Management:

Wayne Larson installed the new narthex
door. There is still some work to be done to
divert some of the water issues that occur
during a hard rain. Mike Miller checked the
electrical panel at the parsonage and said
there are no water issues, BUT there is a
crack in the foundation that needs attention..

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

We were informed that the staff Support
Committee hasn’t met.

The Servant Group Leader position hasn’t
been filled. There is also a vacant council
position with Rachel’s resignation. 3 names
were suggested and Karen volunteered to
call the individuals to see if there was inter-
est.

There was no update on the $1200 from the
Mae Grega Estate for 2-3 shade trees.

October 9™ was set as GIVING SUNDAY
with the designated money to go to Minot.
Up to $2000 will be matched from the Mis-
sion Fund. This will all be done by Novem-
ber 1%, Special envelopes will be included
in the October newsletter and also be avail-
able at church on the 9", There will be con-
tacts made to the other churches to inform
them about our project and to invite them to
join us and participate.

NEW BUSINESS:

Rod Myrfield and Gary Peterson have ex-
pressed interest in reviving the Lutefisk
Supper in November. Dean Maruska mo-
tioned and Kairouan Porter seconded that
the OSL men be given the use of the kitchen
space and basement space for this supper.

Nancy Mattson will be asked by Karen Ritt-
mann to do a story on the new church signs.

Janice Grochow motioned and Kairouan
Porter seconded that we adjourn the meet-
ing.

We closed with the Lord’s Prayer.
