“In the beginning when God created the heavens and 

the earth,” Genesis 1:1 
 
“I believe in God the Father almighty, creator of heaven 

and earth.” Apostles’ Creed, 1st Article 
 
 As I think about the very first verse in the scrip-
tures and the first article of the Apostle’s Creed, our 
confession of faith, the eastern seaboard of the United 
States is bracing for a hurricane named Irene and is 
feeling the psychological and physical aftershocks of 
an earthquake that shook Washington D.C.  These 
events are in addition to the ways we have experienced 
the storminess and basked in the pleasantness of 

spring and summer. 
 As we move into fall we know that some of our 
brothers and sisters in Christ continue to be in clean up 
mode and are trying to get ready for the upcoming 
change of seasons in Minot and the area surrounding 
Minot.  At its August meeting the Our Savior’s Church 
Council passed a motion to set aside a Sunday in Oc-
tober (yet to be determined) to receive a special offer-
ing for the congregations and people of Minot.  The 
council voted to match the special offering up to $2000 

from mission funds.  November 1 is the date by which 

this action will be completed. 
 As I think more about the first verse of Genesis 
and the first article of the creed, do I believe that God 
built into creation the possibility of the kind of natural 
disaster we have been reading about or experiencing? 
No. I believe that what we experience as the fracturing 
of creation in its many manifestations came and comes 

as a result of ongoing human defiance toward God. 
 As I read the creation stories and remember 
the explanation Martin Luther penned for this article, 
the image I get is that God brought order and calm out 
of chaos.  Along with the order God made provision for 
everything we could possibly need.  Along with the ini-
tial creation God continues a kind of divine tweaking of 
creation, as we and creation wait for the day of Jesus 
Christ, to provide for our protection and guard us 

against every evil. 
 What remains is to daily be thankful for God’s 
providence, care and protection and to keep places 
and people where the chaos of natural disasters and 

the aftershocks have been felt in prayer.

All one needs to do is re-
quest it of the sever who is distributing the wine/grape juice. 

 For persons who have difficulty coming to the alter or participating in the continuous communion let your de-
sire to be communed in your pew be known to the ushers.  They will then let the communion servers know. 

 For persons who would like to have the common cup available to either drink from OR to do intinction, convey 
that also to the one serving the wine/grape juice and the server will step back to get the common cup. 

It is hoped that these will help all who come wishing to participate in Holy Communion be able to do so.

In late June, record flooding devastated the city of Minot, ND, forcing nearly a third of the residents to 

evacuate and leaving more than 4,000 homes and businesses heavily damaged. 
Local residents have been hard at work, but the task is too much for local volunteers alone.  As Lu-

therans, we’re experts at rolling up our sleeves when there is a need, and our sisters and brothers in 

Minot need our help now.  The goal is to have as many flood-damaged homes gutted as possible be-

fore the first major snowfall, which could be less than three months away. 
This is an all-call for volunteers from around the country.  Lutheran Social Services of North Dakota 

has set-up a volunteer hotline, and anyone interested in helping should call 218-443-4970 to register.  

You can also visit www.lssnd.org to find volunteer registration forms and other important information 

about volunteering. 
Volunteers should be 18 and older (16-17 yr olds accepted with signed parental consent).  All volun-

teers will need to have an updated tetanus shot and will need to wear long pants and thick-soled boots 

or shoes.  Local congregations will be providing basic housing, if needed, but volunteers will likely need 

to provide their own food.   Training will be done on site and is helpful if volunteers can bring: work 

gloves, goggles, N-95 grade air filter, masks, hammers, brooms, buckets, pliers, & crowbars.  Thanks in 

advance for your willingness to serve!!

One church on September 11, 2001  
 Dr. Jon Walton, pastor of New York Cityôs First Presbyterian Church, wrote a brief account 
about September 11, 2001, and the effect that dayôs events had on his church. 
 He recalled that the church had to be left open for the people who continually streamed in.  
Some came to escape the smoke that affected their lungs and their eyes.  Some came hoping to 
find relatives or friends.  Most came to pray, to seek solace and to try to sort out why the un-
speakable death and destruction had happened. 
 Dr. Walton soon learned that the tragedy directly affected several  families related to the 
church.  The husband of the church secretary, a nephew of the receptionist, a church-school 
teacher, the father of a child in the nursery and a young mother of two children were all missing 
or known to be dead. 
 Dr. Walton said he now understands the opening words of the opening words of the book 
of Lamentations, which refer to Jerusalem when the Babylonians invaded and destroyed the city: 
ñHow lonely sits the city that once was full of people!  How like a widow she has become, she that 
was great among the nations!ò (Lamentations 1:1, NRSV)
